As we celebrate our 100" anniversary of
youth development, Rancho Alegre rises from
the ashes. We plan to highlight all the updates
BSA is making in our mission to “Prepare”
young people to be leaders. It has been 9
months since girls were able to join Cub
Scouts and | am happy to share that our
families are sharing positive stories about the
family of Scouting experiences. Now as of
February 1 young ladies have joined the Scout
BSA ranks. We have had 4 Scout BSA Troops
for girls launch since then and have others in
the process of getting started. This will help us
expand our reach and support more families in
their quest to “Prepare” their children with the
family of Scouting and Scouts BSA.

Rebuilding Camp Rancho Alegre

Los Padres Council is excited to announce
that we are beginning the grading process of
the camp Rancho Alegre rebuild project this
week. As most of our Scouters know, on July
8th, 2017 the Whittier Fire destroyed 47 out of
50 structures at Rancho Alegre, rendering the
camp non-operational. Rancho Alegre, which
has been open to youth outdoor education and
experiences since 1965, is not only home to
Los Padres Council Scouters, but also “The
Outdoor School.” The Outdoor School is a
nature based educational program which
serves approximately 4,000 youth across three
counties (Santa Barbara, San Luis Obispo,
Ventura) annually in addition to the 3,000
Scouts Los Padres Council serves.

“Demolition was completed in the winter of
2019, we just received approval of our grading
permits, and are eager to begin the grading
process this week” says Scout Executive and
CEO Carlos Cortez.

With the vast scope of students, outside
organizations, and Scouting families who utilize
Camp Rancho Alegre, the Council has set an
aggressive but achievable goal to make the
camp operational by the winter of 2020. The
way the Council can ensure that we stay on
track with these goals is to make sure the
funds are in place to afford construction. The
Cabinet of the Rancho Alegre Phoenix
Campaign has been working extremely hard to
reach out to philanthropic organizations and
individuals within our community to raise funds
for construction. We are proud to announce
that the Council has raised over a million
dollars to support the Rancho Alegre Phoenix
Campaign.

Ranger Todd Williams has been seen
driving the new John Deere Tractor at camp.
This tractor can move soil and has a grass
mowing attachment to keep the long grass and
weeds trimmed.

The Center for Employment Training, Santa
Maria, is continuing a partnership with the Los
Padres Council, BSA to provide a work crew
for continued clean up and support of camp.
Their crews have been instrumental in the
cleanup of fire debris and has helped us to
prepare the site for construction.

Scouts of America. Cub scouts prepare to be
leaders; and can serve as a denner with
leadership responsibilities. The troops, crews,
and ships are to be youth-led. Adult leaders
provide support to enable youth to have
leadership experiences. Think leadership!

Wood Badge Leadership Experience

This 6-day
(usually 2 long
weekends)
leadership
training
opportunity
helps adult scout leaders learn how to lead and
how to help youth to lead. The training is
followed by individual pursuits to accomplish
goals established during the course. It is often
a life-changing experience!

National Youth Leadership Training

National |
Youth
Leadership
Training is an
exciting, action-
packed program
designed for
councils to
provide youth
members with
leadership skills
and experience
they can use in their home troops and in other
situations demanding leadership of self and
others. The NYLT course centers around the
concepts of what a leader must BE, what he
must KNOW, and what he must DO. The key
elements are then taught with a clear focus on
HOW TO. The skills come alive during the
week as the patrol goes on a Quest for the
Meaning of Leadership.

NYLT is a six-day course. Content is
delivered in a troop and patrol outdoor setting
with an emphasis on immediate application of
learning in a fun environment. Interconnecting

concepts and work processes are introduced
early, built upon, and aided by the use of
memory aids, which allows participants to
understand and employ the leadership skills
much faster.

NYLT integrates the best of modern
leadership theory with the traditional strengths
of the Scouting experience. Through activities,
presentations, challenges, discussions, and
audio-visual support, NYLT participants will be
engaged in a unified approach to leadership
that will give them the skill and confidence to
lead well. Through a wide range of activities,
games, and adventures, participants will work
and play together as they put into action the
best Scouting has to offer.

In order to attend a NYLT course, a youth
must have the following qualifications by the
beginning of the course:

o Must be a registered member of a Scouting
unit.

o Must have a current BSA Health and
Medical Record form parts A, B, and C.

o On February 1, 2019, Scouts BSA
members (male and female) must be at
least 14, or 13 and have completed the
eighth grade. They must have completed
Introduction to Leadership Skills for Troops.
For 2019 only, an exception will be granted
for girls registered in Scouts BSA to attend
NYLT without first achieving the First Class
rank. Male members of Scouts BSA will still
be required to earn the First Class rank
before attending NYLT.

o Venturers and Sea Scouts (male and
female) must be at least 14, or 13 and have
completed eighth grade, and fall within the
maximum age allowance for their program.
They must have completed Introduction to
Leadership Skills for Crews or Ships. It is
recommended that they have had at least
one year of camping experience. While
NYLT is not an outdoor skills course, it is
important that each participant have basic
camping and outdoor cooking experience.

o Have a unit leader recommendation.
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For 2019 NYLT will be offered in a two-
weekend program. June 28 to 30 and July 5 to
7, 2019. The course is set to be held at
Rancho Alegre. Registration will open in early
March.
